4) Our liberator.

Vs. 16 reminds us that Jesus came to the synagogue on the
Sabbath day as was His custom.” Is it our custom to come to
worship on the Sabbath? Or do we only when we have nothing
[better] to do? The blessings of worshiping together each Sunday
are enormous, as we grow in our discipleship to Jesus.

Jesus came to preach good news to the poor, proclaim release to
the captives, recovery of sight to the blind, to set the oppressed
free, etc. He’s still in the business of doing that today, both
literally and spiritually. What do we need Jesus to release us
from so that we can joyfully serve Him all our days?

Christian singer Steve Green wrote and recorded a song called
“He Holds the Keys,” based on today’s passage. The bridge of the
song goes like this:

“And to all the things that have kept you away, that keep
you defeated day after day after day, the heartache that nobody
sees, that eats at your soul like a cruel disease — He who sets the
captives free — it is He, it is He who holds your keys.”
