Red Bird Mission:

The Endwell United Methodist Church is known for its involvement with the Red Bird Mis-
sion. Fifteen years ago we were a collection point for the local churches to drop off shoe
boxes to be picked up at the end of November for the trip to the Mission. After several
years the two couples who were doing this mission became sick and asked if | would consid-
er taking over the mission for them. | enlisted Bill Obrien to assist me and we started col-
lecting shoeboxes and related items for the trip to the mission.

Our first trip to the Red Bird Mission was an eye opener, the poverty was overwhelming,
the homes were shacks made out of pallets with no floors and as we drove into the Mission
we saw nothing but empty coal mines. There were no stores or gas stations within a two
hour drive. You had to wonder how people lived like this.

Over the next several years | convinced Tom Scheibner, Ken Schlock and Jerry Robinson to
become part of the team to collect shoeboxes and make the tip to the Mission. We expand-
ed the collection of shoeboxes and related items to all of the Upper New York Conference
churches. We were able to take two 26 foot box trucks full of supplies to the Red Bird Mis-
sion in Beverley, Ky. Over the past few years our team of volunteers has grown to include
Jim and Penny Short, Nick Scalzo, John Zdimal and Howard and Cheryl Champlain. We have
been very lucky in that Cheryl Strauss has been willing to lead a team of volunteers that
wraps all of the boxes prior to our loading them.

We have been able to take over 2,630 shoeboxes and related items with a valve of over
$150,000 to the Mission for the past few years at a cost of $13,500, which covers truck
rental, fuel and meals. We want to do this mission again this year but need to raise $6,000.
to help cover our expenses, At the present time we have a balance of $7,000, if you can
support us in our goal to raise the money needed to finance the trip we would appreciate it
very much.
